1. Apologies: -

2. Minutes of the last meeting and matters arising
The minutes of the meeting held on 20th September 2017 were approved.
Matters arising will be dealt with under the relevant agenda items.
3. Projects
a. Road Changes

Some of the road changes from the original plans consulted on have been approved.  These include the addition of filter lanes at the Brookwood crossroads and amendments at the Sainsbury’s traffic lights to have dedicated left turn (to Sainsbury’s) and right turn (to Brookwood Farm estate) lanes.

Proposed changes at the Limecroft Road traffic lights have been dropped as these fall in to the borough of Surrey Heath.

The Vyne bollards are due to be removed but this requires further work and planning for safety reasons.

Funding for the changes has already been ring-fenced by the Council.

b. Village Street Scene
The flowerbed outside Boorman’s has been weeded but no new plans as yet.

Now that the development of the old library site is complete, it was suggested that the notice boards do not need re-siting but they are in need of an update.  The plan is for there to be a locked community board (but with a number of KRA committee members having access to manage the boards.
The awaited replacement trees are due for planting in December.

e. Brookwood Farm

The footpath has been re-laid but very poor quality.  It will be important to get this sorted finally before Cala Homes leave the site.
Parking at the community centre is still an issue with commuters parking there all day and problems when there are football matches as there is not enough space.  Debbie has made Melanie Whitehand aware of the issues but there is little the council can do until Cala Homes had over the site (which is expected to be in about 6 months time).

4. Neighbourhood Plan and shops
Rebecca has been undertaking a Saturday Business Initiative highlighting a different local business each Saturday on the Community Facebook page.  However a number of businesses say they do not really use social media.  It is small business Saturday on December 12th 2017.

RSM have been shortlisted for a local community award for the work they do supporting people in need with donated goods.

5. 2017 Knaphill Show 
John and Debbie met with Bob form Mizen’s re the 2018 show.  Show date is Saturday July 14th 2018 and the first planning meeting will be on Wednesday 24th January 2018 at the Garibaldi.
The stall booking form can go up on the website however there were discussions around whether or not to hold the stall prices at the same level as 2017.
6. Latest Planning Applications
Phil reported that there are due to be over 1,200 new dwelling in Deepcut.  These come with road improvements in the surrounding areas and toe the Red Road junction with the A322 at Gordon’s School roundabout.  However, there are no planned changes for the roads form there towards Woking and there could be also be increased traffic from Deepcut to Brookwood and beyond via the Ranges.
Phil shared the latest list of applications and highlighted the following:
2017/1036 Pet shop and Offices above at 1-3 High Street: planning permission has already been given for 4 flats above the shop.  This new application is over 3 floors and consists of 3 small retail units on the ground floor and 8 1-bedroomed flats above with 9 parking spaces at the rear.  The shops would be very small and have limited rear access and no storage so would be of limited use.

2017/0988 – 4 Anchor Crescent (library): plans submitted to convert the current first floor storage space into 5 studio flats.  4 parking spaces would be available at the rear of the building.

2017/1167 - the Anchor Pub: this application is retain the premises as a cafe / restaurant / drinking establishment and create 8 residential units.  The work would include the demolition of the single storey garage and outbuilding in Anchor Crescent and 2 new 2 storey extensions.  The residential units could house up to 22 people.  Only 9 parking spaces are included in the plans – 2 for the 8 apartments, 1 disabled and 6 others for the business.  The minimum requirement is 18.  Other issues include noise levels and reduced daylight levels in Anchor Crescent.  It was also noted that the Asset of Community Value status has been lifted.
7. Christmas Decorations
Saj reported that there will be a tree at the memorial garden with lights (volunteers to help with erection and decoration).  Church 4 Knaphill has arranged carol singing around the tree on Saturday 16th December (11.00am).  The hanging Christmas trees are due to be lit from the end of the first week in December. 
8. Updates
a) Membership – No update
b) Editor – newsletter is due out around 29th November and Phil will distribute to volunteers for delivery.  Jim is standing down as editor during 2018 so a new volunteer or new arrangements are required.  John will meet with John Davies at Knaphill print for suggestions.
c) Facebook – we have had 1,237 likes, 87 new in the last month.  Our posts reach over 22,000 people and over 17,000 have engaged with our posts.

d) KRA Website – latest planning updates and newsletter to be uploaded

e) Treasury – John is handing over to Charlotte.  He reported that Not Just Kitchen Ideas have gone into liquidation owing £270 to the KRA.

9. AOB

RW raised issues over the entrance to the Tesco car-park as the sight-lines for drivers are not clear and it is hazardous as drivers have to cross a wide pavement.  Saj will look into how this could be improved.

PS – Cabin youth club is now back in operation but is currently unable to open every week due to lack of volunteers.  He also raised the current state of the emergency ambulance service in the local area (since the closure of the local station).  He and Sue S have been invited to a meeting at the Chertsey Main ambulance station in early December.
